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This title actually comes from an old German Proverb.  It illustrates the beauty of taking 
our needs and our praises to God in prayer.  It is a message of just how important prayer 
is and how receptive God is to our communicating with Him.  Almost all of us need to do 
more of it.  I’ve never had anyone say, “Boy, I sure regret praying so much!”  But I have 
heard many regrets about praying too little.   
I think too, that our grandparents and their parents more readily sought the prayers of their 
neighbors and friends.  Too often, we endure our pain and suffer in silence, rather than 
petition the prayers of our peers.  Recently, I read that the average church-goer spends 
about 4 minutes in prayer.  That’s pretty interesting, since most Christians claim to believe 
in the power of prayer!  Not only can we pray, but God desires that we pray: 
 

     “Don’t fret or worry.  Instead of worrying, pray.  Let petitions and praises shape your 
worries into prayers, letting God know your concerns. Before you know it, a sense of 
God’s wholeness…will come and settle you down.  It’s wonderful what happens when 
Christ displaces worry at the center of your life.”  
(Philippians 4:6-7 The Message) 
 

Prayer is a unique privilege and a powerful tool that communicates with the creator of the 
universe!  How amazing is that? There are lots of ways for us to pray:  alone, before our 
day begins – to thank Him, to ask His protection and to ask His wisdom for the day ahead 
of us; to stop during the day and at the end of the day to thank Him again and to pray for 
our needs. Anywhere, anytime, we can pray for other people, our family, our community 
and our nation.  Praying with our church family anytime we meet is a wonderful way to join 
with other believers to affirm our faith in prayer together.  And in our church pews is  
another chance to share our needs and petitions – there are prayer cards where we can 
write our concerns and share them with our brothers and sisters in Christ – either  
anonymously or identifying ourselves as the one who needs prayer.  There is such  
awesome power when multitudes of believers are praying about the same thing!  
 
It’s important, easy to pray and have others pray with us.  God wants us to pray, He hears 
our prayers and He answers our prayers in His own way – but He does answer! 
Are you praying?  Then you can be sure that God is listening.  Do you need others to pray 
with you?  You can ask or fill out one of the prayer cards in the pew rack and others will 
pray with you.  Clasp your hands – God’s are always open to your prayers! 
 
“Are any among you suffering?  …keep on praying about it…Are any among you 
sick?  They should call for the elders of the church and have them pray over them…”  
 (from James 5:13-14 NLT)
